Dear Mr. Broughton:

Thank you for your letter of October 14, 2009, regarding the proposed increase in the
production rate of the existing MAX Molybdenum mine project (Project), and associated
additional disturbance to the area.

Under the British Columbia Environmental Assessment Act (Act) the Reviewable
Projects Regulation (Regulation) has thresholds that identify when an existing project is
considered reviewable. The Project is considered an existing project because it has a
currently valid Mines Act permit.

It is my understanding that the mining lease for the area is in good standing, and as it is
a small mine permit, it did not specify a total area of disturbance. However, an
associated reclamation bond, and your initial permit application in 2005, identified an
area not greater than 15.1 hectares (ha).

In your letter you indicate that the total area of new disturbance would be less than 1 ha,
and that production rates would increase to a total of 365,000 tonnes per annum.

Under the Regulation a proposed modification resulting in production capacity that is
75,000 tonnes/annum or greater, and an area of land that was not previously permitted
for disturbance and that is at least 50 percent of the area of land that was previously
permitted is considered as a reviewable modification.
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
